Salvation is obtained freely and solely by God's grace (no works involved) through faith in the shed blood of Jesus 
Christ Who died in our place and paid our sin-debt in full, once and for all. Without the shedding of Jesus' blood, 
there is no forgiveness for sin. A person is saved by realizing his sinful condition, repenting of his sin, and calling on 
the name of Jesus Christ. (John 3:16-18; Ephesians 2:8-9; Romans 10:9-10, 13; Acts 4:12)

Every believer is part of Christ's church (1 Corinthians 12:12-15). The local church was ordained by God as His cho-
sen organization to carry out His great commission and great commandment. The local church is a body of born-again 
believers who unites together for the purposes of exalting the Lord, encouraging believers and evangelizing the lost. It 
is also designed as a place to serve one another with spiritual gifts, to be accountable to one another, to love one an-
other, and to carry out the ordinances of baptism and the Lord's Supper.
